Internet / Cell Phone Phishing  

Most well known and established websites have secure methods for their 

customers to purchase products using a credit card, but there are thou-

sands of other sites that may not be as reliable. Make sure that you only 

provide personal information on websites that you trust completely. 

Similarly, never give out credit card numbers, account numbers or other 

important details on the phone. A person who claims they are calling 

from an online store or bank to ask you for information to complete a 

transaction or verify any activity may actually be a hacker who has ob-

tained your private data. Phishing is one of the most common methods 

of identity theft. The concept is simple: a thief will send you a message 

telling you to log on to a well known website or respond for an important 

reason. It may be to confirm or deny a transaction, to review a private 

message, or some other call to action. A convenient link is provided for 

you to click on to be taken directly to the log in page. Once you arrive, 

you type in your name and password like always. The problem is that 

the site you just logged on to is a fake. It is a page designed to look ex-

actly like the real thing, but it is under the control of the criminals who 

created it. Now they have your log in information and can use it to get 

your credit card numbers and other private details from the genuine 

website. You have just been phished.  

 
 Stay alert to the new and devious tactics thieves use to steal not 

only your belongings, but also your identity. Destroy personal docu-
ments before you put them in the trash , make sure you only log in 
to the home page of any website and don't let criminals steal your good 
name. The best way to avoid becoming a phishing scam victim is to use 
your best judgment. No financial institution with any sense will email 
you and ask you to input all of your sensitive information. In fact, most 

institutions are informing customers that ñWe will never ask you for 
your personal information via phone or emailò. 

 
 
 Letôs all work together to prevent phishing scams. If you receive 
a suspicious email, report it. You can send it to the US Federal Trade 
Commission at spam@uce.gov  or you can just click the ñReport as 

Junkò (or similar) button on your email program. 

Texting While Driving  

Distracted driving is the leading cause of traffic crashes in Missouri and nationwide and  

accounted for 27.6% of all Missouri traffic crashes in 2008. 

The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration says that 80 percent of crashes and 65 

percent of near-crashes involve some sort of driver distraction occurring within three sec-

onds before the vehicle crash. One such distraction: texting while driving.  

The  law states that it is now illegal to text while driving a motor vehicle on any Missouri 

roadway. Drivers who are over the age of 21and texting will not be in violation of this law;

FBI releases 2008 hate crime 

 statistics. 

 

In late November, the FBI released its “Hate 

Crime Statistics, 2008” report, which includes 

data about hate crime incidents submitted by 

law enforcement agencies across the nation. 

According to the report, an analysis of the 

7,780 single-bias incidents revealed: 

-51.3 % were motivated by a racial bias. 

-19.5 % were a religious bias. 

-16.7 % by a sexual orientation bias. 

-11.5 % by an ethnicity/origin bias.  

 - 1% involved a bias against a disability.

Officer Recognition 
PO Joseph Ellis - On December 15, 2009, Officer Ellis heard this Departmentôs dispatch broad-
cast a bank robbery that has just occurred in the City of Ladue. A description of the suspect was 
given and officers were attempting to locate a possible suspect vehicle used to flee the scene. After 
an extensive area canvas for the suspect and vehicle, Officer Ellis was able to locate the vehicle, 
stop the suspectôs vehicle, and take the subject into custody. The currency that was stolen was re-
covered and a positive identification was made on the suspect. Warrant application will be made on 
the suspect by the City of Ladue Police Department. 

 PO KYLE JUNDT - On January 22,2010 Officer Jundt received a call for a burglary where the vic-

timôs vehicle had been stolen from his garage. Officer Jundt contacted the vehicle manufacturer 

and utilized the GPS unit to locate and track the stolen vehicle. After a short time, the vehicle was 

located and the driver fled on foot. The vehicle was recovered, processed, and returned to its 

owner. As a result of his investigation, Officer Jundt uncovered an organized crime ring responsible 

for numerous thefts in the area. 

The actions of these officers reflect not only highly upon themselves 

but also the image and reputation of the entire St. Louis County Police 

Department.

When to Call the Police 

Many people hesitate about calling the police depart-
ment even when faced with circumstances that, upon re-
flection, are highly suspicious. Some people think they 
are bothering us and some are not sure what they are 
seeing. Use the following guide and your common sense 
to assist you in making your decision.  There are highly 
trained and experienced communications personnel at 
the other end of the line to ask questions and help decide the right thing to do. 
For emergencies and crimes in progress, call 9-1-1, and for non-emergency 

situations, dial 314-889-2341. 

 

Try to remember: what the suspect looked like (height, weight, hair color, eye 
color, scars, tattoos, etc.), what the suspect was wearing (describe clothing from 
top to bottom), the suspect’s direction of travel (north, south, down the alley, or 
which road), and vehicle description (color, make, model, plate number and

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Joann V. Liscombe  
January 14, 1991  

Officer Joann Liscombe, age 38, was shot shortly after 1:13 AM on January 11, 1991, after approaching 
a suspicious person near the intersection of Patricia Ridge Drive and Old Halls Ferry Road. With no fur-
ther radio communications, an assist car was dispatched to the location where Officer Liscombe was 
found incapacitated having been shot several times. 

Officer Liscombe was taken to Christian Hospital, where on January 14, 1991, she died of her injuries. Officer Liscombe 
became the sixth St. Louis County police officer to give her life in the line of duty. 
The suspect was later located. He was tried and found guilty of Second Degree Murder. 
Officer Liscombe was born on June 27, 1952. She was a sixteen year veteran of the Department. During her career she 
served in the Divisions of Operational Support and Patrol. She received several letters of commendation and apprecia-

tion from the Department and the citizens she served. 
 

 
 

Willie Neal, Jr.  
January 29, 1997  

Detective Willie Neal, Jr., age 29, was killed on January 29, 1997 at approximately 4:15 PM, while work-
ing with his partner on an undercover investigation in the 5900 block of Natural Bridge. Detective Neal 
was confronted by a subject who tried to rob him. Shots were exchanged and Detective Neal was mor-
tally wounded. 

Detective Neal became the seventh St. Louis County police officer to give his life in the line of duty. 
The subject escaped the scene, but was later arrested and was convicted of Murder in the Second Degree. 
Detective Neal was born on March 21, 1967. He was a seven year veteran of the Department. During his career, he 
served in the Divisions of Patrol and Criminal Investigation. He received numerous awards, commendations and letters 
of appreciation from the citizens he served. 

Recent Fallen Officers  

Corporal Dennis Engelhard of the Missouri State Highway Patrol was fatally struck by a vehicle while in-

vestigating a minor accident on I -44, in Eureka, on Christmas day.  

 

While waiting for a tow truck to arrive, Corporal Engelhard was struck by the driver of a vehicle who lost 

control on an icy patch due to winter weather conditions. Corporal Engelhard was transported to the St. 

Clair Health Center where he succumbed to his injuries.  

 

Corporal Engelhard had served with the Missouri State Highway Patrol for 10 years. He is survived by his 

life partner, parents, and brother.
